The BSYC Sailing and Aquatics School conducts Yachting Australia accredited learn-to-sail courses for 

both adults (over 16) and juniors (under 16) through out the 2011/12 season. Our Yachting Australia ac-

credited instructors use Pacer dinghies to complete the Level 1 GISBS (Get Into Small Boat Sailing) course 

that requires students to learn the roles of, amongst other things, skippering and crewing, capsize, person 

overboard and boat preparation.
